STUDENT GUIDE FOR PARENT CONFERENCES

· Bring parents/guardians in and welcome them.
· Offer them a beverage and a snack.
· Show them the preschool through the door or on the monitor.
· Tell them all you are responsible for in the kitchen:  snack, running the washer, dryer and dishwasher, unloading the dishwasher, folding clothes, sanitizing toys, cleaning the preschool, etc.
· Show them the storeroom and explain how the toys and manipulatives are used in the preschool and how you use them for your mini-lessons.
· Get your notebook and card file.
· Sit at a table with the people who came with you.
· Take out your grade sheets located in the front flap of your notebook and give them to your parents/guardians.
· Use your student-lead conference sheet to guide the conference. (It should be the first page in your notebook.) Be sure to cover  both sides.
· Your notebook evaluation sheet needs to be the second sheet in your notebook, before the tabs.  Let them see that before you look through the notebook with them.
· Show them your card file.  Tell them about your favorite songs, books, and games.
·  Take them over and show them the slide show.
· MAKE SURE YOU INTRODUCE THEM TO ME AND WE HAVE A CHANCE TO TALK BEFORE THEY LEAVE.
· Thank them for coming!  Thank YOU for doing your best!!!
