State Standards Game
Allow students to answer the questions one at a time. For every correct answer student get to choose candy of her choice from the candy bag. Students must be able to show you either in the Building Blocks or Creative Curriculum which standard is implied in each question. Discussion can follow the answers given.

1. Children are at the art table and using the rolling pin to make the play dough flat. 

2. A child is outside and seated on the swing. The teacher says push you legs out and then pull them in. This will help you learn how to use the swing.

3. A student from our class is helping a student from the Lab preschool to wash his hands at the sink.

4. In the Lab preschool there is a child in the cozy corner that is shaking the stuffed dog and talking very loudly to it.

5. Ms.Melissa is helping a child at the art table. The child is holding a pencil in an immature pincher grasp. Ms. Melissa is singing “Mat Man” song to her.

6. The children in the Lab preschool are sitting down at circle. Ms. Cindy is reading a story and has a puppet which is helping her to read the story.

7. Several children are outside during outdoor play in the Lab preschool. One child is asking others to count as they run around the sandbox. Ms. Melissa is supervising and corrects the children as they count “1,3,4,7,8…”

8. Two children come into our room with a student from our room who is doing an art project which requires the children to paint a shape and name a shape.

9. Ms. Debbie wants to know the purpose of your science lesson. You tell her the purpose is to teach how a liquid can turn into a solid form.

10. Mrs. Brittny is helping several children in the housekeeping area feed a doll and put it to bed.

11. 2 Boys and a girl are building a block tower in the block area. Ms. Sandra asks the children to count and name a shape of the blocks they are using. 

12. You are seated at the snack table in the preschool. You verbally help a child pour their juice from the pitcher to the cup. You tell the child to fill it half way to the top.
13. During a transition time in the Lab preschool you begin to sing “Old McDonald Had a Farm”

14. The children in the Lab preschool are dismissed from circle one at a time. They can only leave the circle after they have identified their name from the name plates on the floor

15. The “Five little Ducks” finger play can be used to teach counting 1-5

16. Ms. Cindy asks the two children at the art easel to try and print the first letter of their names on their paper.

17. Children are requested to sit “Chris-Cross Applesauce” at circle time

18. Children are given crayons and paper and told to draw a picture of themselves

19. Teachers are sitting in the book area Every time a child comes into the area the teacher asks the child to pick a book and the teacher begins to read to the child.

20. Ms. Melissa sets up the housekeeping area in a store. It has a cash register, food, a shopping basket, paper bags, and a telephone in it
