Preschool Rules

1. Preschoolers need to sit on chairs and need to learn “personal space”.
2. Remember Classroom Safety Rules:
· We Keep Ourselves Safe
· We Keep Each Other Safe
· We Keep Our Things Safe
3.  Art Area:  Remind Children to..

· Push up their sleeves

· Put on smocks (encourage children to do this by themselves).

· Put the child’s name in the upper left-hand corner on artwork (names are posted on Preschool wall)

· Place the date on the artwork include the month.

4.  Notify a Preschool teacher if a child needs their pants zipped or buttoned up.  This is a Preschool teacher’s job.

5. When working with a preschooler always be in line of sight with the Preschool teachers.

6. Respect the Review Book which are only to be written in by Preschool Teachers and preschoolers.

7. The sandbox lid must be placed on the sandbox after the children are done playing to prevent animals from using the sandbox.
8. Outdoor area gates are to be locked.

9. Respect children’s need for alone time while in the cozy corner.  Only one preschooler with a book at a time is allowed in the cozy corner.

10. Doors into the kitchen and storage room must remain closed at all times.

11. Main preschool door must be clicked shut.  Please make sure the door is shut tight.
